
WELCOME TO THE MEDITATION GARDEN  
OF THREE RIVERS CHURCH 
 
This statue is the 40th life-sized edition of The Divine Servant. 
The artist is Max Greiner, Jr., of Kerrville, TX.  The 1500 lb. +  
statue was cast in Lander, WY by Eagle Bronze. The statue was  
donated anonymously by a family who attends the church. 
It will temporarily be placed at this, the office site of the church on Bronk Road, until the 
new building is built on the corner of Rolf Road and Rt. 59.  The church now meets on 
Sundays @8:30 am and 10:30 am to worship our Lord at Timber Ridge Middle School. 
 
The statue models the service motto of the leadership of the church: “Lead by serving.”  
The permanent display of the statue at the building site will have a water feature so 
people may imitate Jesus and wash each other’s feet in an expression of humility and 
honor. 
 
THE PUBLIC IS ENCOURAGED TO SIT AWHILE AND MEDITATE ON ONE OF 
THE BENCHES, STRATEGICALLY LOCATED TO SEE JESUS’ FACE.  The 105% 
size depiction of Jesus washing Peter’s feet is gripping.  All who come and sit a while 
will understand more graphically what the Savior meant when He said, “Even the Son of 
Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and give His life in exchange for the lives of 
many.” 
 
The fact is that He gave His life for you.  Jesus came on a search and rescue mission 
when He came to earth from heaven.  He rescued 1000’s and deputized them to go and 
spread the news.  Anyone who will admit they need to be rescued by Jesus from an 
eternal destiny separated from God can be.  It’s as simple as A-B-C: 

Admit that you have sinned and fallen short of God’s perfect 
           Standards.  (Romans 3:23; 6:23) 

 Believe that Jesus’ died on the cross to pay for your sins and raised  
             from the dead to prove His identity as the Son of God and  
             Savior of the world.  (Romans 10:9-10) 
Call on God through prayer to ask forgiveness and turn over control of your life  
        to Him.  (Romans 10:13)

eternal life and the forgiveness of your sins, you may want to express that desire to God 
by using the following prayer: 
 
Dear God, I believe that Jesus died for my sins and that He rose from the dead.  I want 
to personally receive Your free gift of eternal life and forgiveness of my sins.  With 
Your help, I am willing to turn from my sinful way of living.  I give my life to You.  
Come into my life, and make me the kind of person You want me to be.  From now on, 
You’re the Boss.  Amen
